2020 Scoring Summary

In 2020, the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) continues to implement a performance-based
scoring methodology for eligible hospitals and critical access hospitals (CAHs) that submit an attestation to
CMS under the Medicare Promoting Interoperability Program.

Eligible hospitals and CAHs are required to report certain measures from four objectives with performance-
based scoring occurring at the individual measure level. Each measure will contribute to the eligible hospital
or CAH’s total Promoting Interoperability Program score. The table below outlines the maximum points
available for each measure:
