You should be active in the care of your eyes. You and your doctor can work 
together to keep your vision healthy. Good communication is the key to this 
relationship. 

How can I talk to my doctor about glaucoma? 

•	 Ask questions. It’s the best way to learn how to take care of your sight. 
•	 Review the sample questions you can ask your doctor that are included  

in this handout. Take this handout to your appointment so you know what  
to ask.

c When should I have these tests done?

c What do you expect to find out from these tests?

What is the treatment for my condition?  
c Are there other types of treatment? 
c What is the best treatment and why? 
c What are the benefits of this treatment, and how successful is it?  
c What are the risks and side effects associated with this treatment?
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Questions about treatment (continued)

When will I start my treatment?   
c How long will my treatment last? 
c Should I follow a schedule for my treatment?  
c Are there foods, drugs, or activities I should avoid while I’m on  

this treatment? 
c If my treatment includes taking medication, what should I do if I miss 

a dose? 
 

What else should I do?

Be sure you understand your doctor’s answers. If you don’t understand,  
ask questions until you do. Here are additional tips when talking with  
your doctor: 

c	






Ask your doctor to write down all of your instructions. Repeat what 
your doctor said to make sure you understood everything. 

c If you have an eye disease, ask for brochures to learn more about 
your condition. 

c If you still have questions, ask where you can get more information. 
c Remember you can also ask your nurse or pharmacist about your 

eye condition or treatment.
