1. What is the All of Us Data Use and Registration Agreement (DURA)?

e A completed Data Use and Registration Agreement (DURA) allows researchers to
access the All of Us Researcher Workbench with institutional sign-off

e DURASs provide data access to any U.S.-based academic or health care institution,
nonprofit organization, or government entity (such as NIH)

e There are 2 types: individual and institutional data use agreements
o The rider for the controlled tier is optional

4. What are the Policy Responsibilities of the Signing Institution?

e Through the DURA, your institution accepts responsibility for the actions of data users from
your institution, including their compliance with the program rules outlined in the Data User
Code of Conduct (DUCC).

e Your institution also accepts additional responsibilities to help protect All of Us participant
privacy.

e |f someone from your institution violates the DUCC, we may notify your institution to make
you aware of any penalties they may be subject to or remediation steps they must take.

e As the institutional point of contact, you are expected to communicate with All of Us and
users as needed on DUCC compliance-related issues.



5. What are Typical Stumbling Blocks for Access?

e Researchers provide a contracting contact that is unresponsive to the Access Team or do
not know why they are contacted

e Contracting teams take significant time internally to discuss the agreement
e Contracting contacts change, retire, switch roles
e Researchers lose interest in the data set over time

e Researcher cannot complete ID verification via Login.gov during registration
